What are Certifications, Representations and Assurances? 

 

Certifications and representations are used together in procurement 
actions and are statements made by one of two contracting parties to the 
other, before or at the time of making the contract, regarding some fact, 
circumstance, or state of facts, pertinent to the contract, which is 
influential in bringing about the agreement. 
In financial assistance, the terms, “certifications and assurances” are used 
together and often interchangeably. There are distinctions that are not well 
articulated, but are important. 
The term “assurance” is used primarily as official indication of institutional 
agreement to prospective actions an institution and its researchers will take 
to comply with regulation and policy, throughout the life of an award. 
Certifications are used to demonstrate that at the time of the proposal, and 
throughout an award, an Authorized Organizational Representative (AOR), 
certifies to a state of a matter or action. For instance, in the case of 
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
