Article Il tPowers & Responsibilities

The RISE Board shalie the decisiomaking body for the use of sustainability funds as well as the
authority for theeview and recommeiation ofany and all policiesitilizing thesefunds Other powers
and responsibilities of the RISE Board include, but are not limitecetéotlowing.

A. The Office of Sustainability

In compliance with University of Alaska Board of Regents Policy & Regulation, the RISE Board
may create and maintain an Office of Sustainability at UAF including the hire of Sustainability
employees as it seéisto carry out decisions of the RISE Board and provide management of the
sustainability funds. The Office and its employees shall be governed by the RISE Board with
delegated managerial authority from the Associated Students of the University of Pdadlenks.

B. Bylaws
TheRISE Board maydopt bylaws to supplement this Governance Agreement.

C. Financial
